................................... (hereinafter referred to as “The Bidder/Contractor” which term or
expression shall, unless excluded by or repugnant to the subject or context, mean and include
its successor-in-office, administrators or permitted assignees) of the Second Part.

Preamble

The Principal intends to award, underlaid down organizational procedures, contract/s for
The Principal values full compliance with all relevant laws of the land,
rules, regulations, economic use of resources and of fairness / transparency in its relations
with its Bidders) and / or Contractor(s).

In order to achieve these goals, the Principal will appoint Independent External Monitors (IEMs)
who will monitor the tender process and the execution of the contract for compliance with the
principles mentioned above.

Section 1 - Commitments of the Principal

(1) The Principal commits itself to take all measures necessary to prevent corruption
and to observe the following principles:-

a. No employee of the Principal, personally or through family members, will in
connection with the tender for, or the execution of a contract, demand, take a promise
for or accept, for self or third person, any material or immaterial benefit which the person
is not legally entitled to.

(2) The Monitor is not subject to instructions by the representatives of the parties and
performs his/her functions neutrally and independently. The Monitor would have access to all
Contract documents, whenever required. It will be obligatory for him/her to treat the information
and documents of the Bidders/Contractors as confidential. He/she reports to Secretary, MoE.
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(3) The Bidder(s)/Contractor(s) accepts that the Monitor has the right to access without
restriction to all Project documentation of the Principal including that provided by the
Contractor. The Contractor will also grant the Monitor, upon his/her request and demonstration
of a valid interest, unrestricted and unconditional access to their project documentation. The
same is applicable to Sub-contractors.

(4) The Monitor is under contractual obligation to treat the information and documents
of the Bidders)/ Contractor(s)/ Sub-contractor(s) with confidentiality. The Monitor has also
signed declarations on ‘Non-Disclosure of Confidential Information and of ‘Absence of Conflict
of Interest’. In case of any conflict of interest arising at a later date, the IEM shall inform
Secretary, D/o Higher Education.

Vigilance Commissioner.

(9) The word ‘Monitor’ would include both singular and plural.
Section 9 - Pact Duration

This Pact begins when both parties have legally signed it. It expires for the Contractor 12
months after the last payment under the contract, and for all other Bidders 6 months after the
contract has been awarded. Any violation of the same would entail disqualification of the
bidders and exclusion from future business dealing.

If any claim is made / lodged during this time, the same shall be binding and continue to be
valid despite the lapse of this pact as specified above, unless it is discharged / determined by
Secretary, D/o Higher Education.

(3) If the Contractor is a partnership or a consortium, this agreement must be signed
by all partners or consortium members.
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(4) Should one or several provisions of this Pact turn out to be invalid, the remainder of
this Pact remains valid. In this case, the parties will strive to come to an agreement with
their original intentions.

(5) Issues like Warranty / Guarantee etc. shall be outside the purview of IEMs.

(6) In the event of any contradiction between the Integrity Pact and its Annexure, the Clause
in the Integrity Pact will prevail.

(7)  The actions stipulated in this Integrity Pact are without prejudice to any other legal
action(s) that may follow in accordance with the provisions of the extant law in force
relating to any civil or criminal proceedings.
